the cover with a photo of Sharon 
Tate superimposed next to Man-
son, made to look as if they are in 
the same photograph…

 Myron Fass appears on the 
cover of this bizarre issue of OF-
FICIAL UFO, and inside. The 
cover blurbs alone are enough to 
clue you in to the insanity that is 
OFFICIAL UFO under the editor-
ship of Jeff Goodman. The cover 
blurbs read: “Insensibly Drugged: 
How Aliens Control Our Youth”; 
“Beware: Polyester Fabrics Are 
Driving You Insane”; “Outer 
Space Aliens Are In Your TV Set”; 
and  “Protect Yourself Against The 
Dark Aliens”…

 TRUE CRIME DETECTIVE is 
a later Jalart House detective mag, 
this time published in Arizona. The 
cover adds the info, “Every Story 
New! Every Story True!” It is vis-
ibly different from the earlier Jalart 
House titles above, as this one has 
posed pics of bound and gagged 
women inside…
